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‘Not just my father,

he was India’s son’

A DAUGHTER REMEMBERS A day ahead of former Union minister Arun Jaitley’s death
anniversary, lawyer Sonali Jaitley pens a tribute to the publicly unknown facets of her father

nthe morning of 15th August,

Iwatched asthe Prime Minis-

ter spoke of the government’s

efforts to provide affordable

sanitary napkins, emphasising
the importance of women’s health in
his Independence Day speech. It was
inspiringto see our country’stopleader
speak freely about these issues, and
attempt to make them mainstream in
publicdiscussion.

Icontinued toponder over progressive
thinking, and it struck me — it’s been
almostayearsince welostdad. Whether
it washislifelong supportforimplemen-
tation of a Uniform Civil Code, staunch
opposition toregressive personallaws or
exemplary foresight of theimportance of
skilling youth— he was undoubtedly the
most visionary figureI knew.

You see, the world already knows of
ArunJaitley’s professional prowess. We
know how he spoke, we know how he
acted. I'thus donot wish to eulogise him
today, but to simply remember what
madehim, him.

And as the memories begin to flow, I
writenot ofthe astute politician orlawyer
— I'write oftheman who wasmy father...

He wasforged in fire as a young man,
imprisoned in 1975 as an ABVP karyak-
arta for protesting against the Emer-
gency imposed by Indira Gandhi. This
stintin prison stayed with him forever,
permanently impacting his health. How-
ever,itnever dented his spirit—instead
giving him a steely resolve and an iron
will. Many friends he made in jail
remained close to him till the end.

WhenIwasyoung, heattended every
annual day and parent-teacher interac-
tionatschool. This was all the more spe-
cial because he was at the time a party
worker, lawyer as well as India’s ASG
(alsotasked with investigating the Bofors
scam). Though the country always came
first, heneverneglected his family. Festi-
vals, birthdays, other essential engage-
ments — he was there every time.
Though at the time a senior minister in
the Modi government, he made time to
personally makeall the arrangements for
my wedding!

A firm believer in family values, he
talked of how eldershad made us what we

were. Asasociety,it wasthusourdutyto
bethereforthemand give them their due.
Truetothisethos, heintroduced several
benefitsin the 2018 budget such ashiking
the exemption limitonincomefrominter-
est for senior citizens by five times.
Hemadeitapointtonever missimpor-
tantoccasions such as weddings or funer-
als of friends and associates, no matter
how busy he was. This was true to the
extent that even if there was something
goingonatour home, he’d still goforabit.
Oneofdad’sinteresting qualities was
that henever forgot a face. He’d remem-
ber everything about you, whether you
met him the nextday or 20 yearslater!
He cared deeply for his employees,
holding their dedicated service equally
responsible for his success. As a senior
advocate, he created the Arun Jaitley
Clerkage Account to catertotheirneeds.
Through this, he paid for the education of
their children, which he undoubtedly
regarded as crucial to success. Some of
his staff members’ children went to
school with me,and many are today suc-
cessful professionals —havingstudied in
reputed institutions such as New York
University and Newcastle University.
With great delight, dad would often speak
oftheir success—heeven checked up on
these young men and women whenever
he travelled to their cities. By the way,
this clerkage account’s role didn’t end
here.Italsopaid for hisstaff’'shousesand
children’s weddings (Now don’taskif dad
attended, youknow the answer).
Allmy life, he made sure I took what-
ever I got without expecting favours.
When I began travelling for basketball
tournaments, heinstilledinmethe value
ofteam spirit. Whetherit was travelling
by second-classtrains or eatingbad food
— I'wastold tostick with my team with-
out complaining! These values were
instilled in meforevery activity Idid, and
they guide me well today.
Andwhenitcamedowntoit,dad prac-
tised what he preached. At every party
working committee meet over the years,
healwaysstayedintheaccommodation
given by the party, though he could’ve
easily afforded a five-star hotel. Thiswas
despitethehealthissueshefacedlaterin
hislife. However, he certainly preferred

good old Indian food and always tried to
havesome wherever hetravelled—beit
France, America or Mexico.

WhenIopened my law firm, he could
have gotten me many clients. But Arun
Jaitley did not disappoint! He said: ‘I
helped you with an office, but don’t expect
anything else from me... including cli-
ents!If youdepend on me, what willhap-
pen whenI’'mnotaround?

However,Imustadd thatdad showed
usboth sides ofthe world— thefancy and
thesimple. We've eaten at the bestrestau-
rants, butthemealsI’'veloved most were
those of roti sabzi, sitting at home as a
family. He gave us all the luxuries he
could. Our family went on some amazing
holidays. I've watched Wimbledon live,
including a heated Federer-Nadal
encounterat Centre Court! I've also wit-
nessed some memorable cricket matches
at stadiums. But honestly, nothing beat
sitting on our living room sofa and fer-
vently cheeringfor Sachin during India-
Pakistan matches!

One mightinquire: ‘Sonali, everyone
thinks their father is amazing. What
made yours so unique? My answer: It’s
not what he did, it’s how he did it. Dad
went about tasks in a way that often left
newcomersindisbelief.

He could literally do 10 things at the
same time! Example? His evening rou-
tine: Dinner, phone calls, replyingtomes-
sages, watchingthenews, havinghissec-
retary tellhim thenextday’s schedule...
all at the same time. I’d say his top three
TV preferences were cricket, news and
old Bollywood songs.

T'veseendad churn outsomeofhisbest
articles whilein boisterous conversation
with guestsand clients. IfIpointed them
outtoyoutodayand told youthe environ-
ment in which they were written, you
probably wouldn’t believe me. Such was
the agility of his mind!

Dad was not a career politician —he
wasfirstabrilliantlawyer. Hissecretary
once asked him why he entered politics
when he could’ve raked in millions
throughhis practice. Hejust smiled and
said: ‘Lawis my profession, Politicsismy
passion!”

It wasthis passionthatgave my father
therareability to be equally comfortable

with both prominent public figures, as
wellasordinary peopleinremote villages
of India. Political differences never came
in the way, for him friendship was para-
mount,and cut sharply acrossideological
lines. He was often known as the ‘Spirit of
the Central Hall of Parliament’ — for
there, heused tositand eloquently regale
everyone (regardless of party) with inter-
estingobservations and anecdotes. This
camaraderie combined with keen negoti-
ation skills (honed through his years of
legal practice) enabled him to unite
opposing blocs —aptly earning him the
sobriquet ‘Troubleshooter ofthe Party’.

A greatinstance of this troubleshoot-
ingwasthepassage of the GST Bill, which
took all his consensus-building talentsto
ensure full acceptance by all the parties
involved.

Though in my eyes, an event 17 years
agoreally tested dad’s diplomatic skills
and brought them to the forefront—the
WTO Cancun Ministerial Conference,
2003. Anincident duringthis conference
was quite unforgettable: Around 100
countries had formed a coalition for some

issues at Cancun. However, word soon
spread thatakey country was planningto
optoutofthiscoalition. Then, dad gotinto
actionand quickly called a press confer-
ence—where heensured that this coun-
try’s delegate was put in the media spot-
light. Thoroughly basking in the atten-
tion, the delegate quickly dropped the
idea ofleaving.

This was not the only tour de force he
pulled offat Canctin. Asminister of com-
merce and industries, he took on devel-
oped countries with determination to
protect India’s interests. Soon after,
developing countries in WTO started to
grow increasingly influential on matters
oftrade, agriculture and investment! Dad
believedin givingback &helpingothers,
nomatter when or where. One of hismost
powerful quotes is still with me — ‘Itis
easy tobeapolitician, butaleaderisone
who nurtures talent and creates future
leaders’. Many astute politicians today
regard him as an inspiration and guru-
like figure. This makes me proud, as he
succeeded in doing what he always
believedin.

Asathree-time MP from Gujarat, dad
was always concerned for the state’s well-
being. In 2014, he adopted the villages of
Karnali, Pipaliya, Vadiyaand Baglipura
under the Sansad Adarsh Gram Yojna.
Over time, he worked to understand the
issuesfaced by these villages, and subse-
quently transformed them. He built a
bridge, a four-lane ring road, toilets in
every household, installed solar lights
andmadeasciencelab forrural students
— among many other reforms he intro-
duced there.

Apartfromthese, hebroughtabout sig-
nificant changesin thefields closest tohis
heart: health, education and cleanliness.
ButasIrememberallhedid, Imustmen-
tionaregretdad had. Healways wanted to
hold the portfolio of health minister —
and contribute to making healthcare
affordable and accessible (Though I'm
certain he’d be proud of all that Ayush-
manBharathasachievedinthatregard).
Lifelong, he held that our country’sdoc-
tors and nurses were the best. When
advised totravel to Singapore for akidney
transplant, he didn’t — trusting Indian
doctorsmore. Dad’sadmiration for medi-
calstaffand health workers was tremen-
dous, strengthened by his personal inter-
actions. He often said doctors must be
respected outright, for they gaveit their
all to save us. While in the hospital, he
expressed sadness at how doctors were
treated —as he often came across news-
paperreportson violence against medical
professionals. He told me that when bet-
ter,he’d surely pursuelegal measuresto
ensure their safety. Sadly, that did not
cometopass.

In April 20, PM Shri Narendra Modi
ji’sgovernment approved an ordinanceto
ensurestricter punishment for violence
against health workers. This would cer-
tainly have made dad very, very happy!

The Kashmirissuetoowasclosetohis
heart, especially since he shared a deep
and personal connection totheland. Arti-
cle370,hebelieved, was animpediment to
progress.Inhislastmonths, heregularly
studied J&K’s constitution to figure out
the perfect legal strategy to deal with
Article 370. And along with Narendra
Modiji & Amit Shahji, history wasmade
with its abrogation in August "19! The
region is now steadily on its way to
becoming an education and investment
hub, and I’m sure this is just the begin-
ning! Dad had atruly outstanding vision
for this country, and though he willnot be
there to witness its fruition, I hope to be
there to witness it for him. He wanted
Indiatobeequitableand just, with oppor-
tunitiesinhealth, serviceand education
for all. He wanted the youth to stand up
and get involved, just like he did almost
halfa century ago. Let us aspire to take
hisvisionforward, and never stop trying
tobringabout change.

AsIend, saying that only I miss him
would be wrong—there are many across
this great nation who do... For Arun
Jaitley wasn’t just my father, he was
India’sson.
