Behavioural advertising, used by Meta’s
Facebook and Instagram among many other tech companies,
involves observing individual behaviour such as browsing habits,
mouse clicksand app usage, then using that data to build profiles for
targeting ads. The decision by the European Data Protection Board
representsasharp escalation ofa tussle thatbegan in Norway, where
privacy officials imposed a daily fine of 1 million kroner—roughly
$90,000—on Meta for obtaining that data without adequate consent.

Bank of England keeps main UK
interestrate at 15-year high

The Bank of England kept its main interest rate unchanged
on Thursday at the 15-year high of 5.25% and indicated that
borrowing costs will likely remain at these sort of elevated
levels for a while, especially if oil and gas prices increase
sharply because of the Israel-Hamas war. In a statement, the
bank’s nine-member Monetary Policy Committee indi-
cated that inflation, as measured by the consumer price
index, is set to fall quite dramatically in the next month, but
will need time to get toward its 2% target rate over the com-
ingyear. “We've held rates unchanged this month, but we’ll
be watching closely to see if further rate increases are
needed,” Bank of England governor Andrew Bailey said.
“But evenifthey are not, it is much too early to be thinking
aboutrate cuts.”. AP

Putin revokes Russia’s ratification
of nuclear test ban treaty

Russian President Vladimir Putin on Thursday signed a law
revoking Russia’sratification of the Comprehensive Nuclear Test
Ban Treaty. The 1996 treaty outlaws all nuclear explosions,
including live tests of nuclear weapons, though it never came into
force because some key countries—including the US and China—
neverratified it. The West has accused Russia of using reckless
nuclear rhetoric since it launched its offensive on Ukraine last
February. Putin last week oversaw ballistic missile drills in what
defence minister Sergei Shoigu said was practice for a “massive”
retaliatory nuclear strike against an unnamed enemy. AFP
