Earlier, South Africa decided to stop
theroll out of the Oxford-AstraZeneca vac-
cine after preliminary clinical trial findings
published by the Wits Vaccines and Infec-
tious Diseases Analytics Research Unit
indicated that it offered minimal protec-
tion against the mild-moderate covid-19
infection from the B.1.351 variant of the cor-
onavirusfirstidentified in the
country in November.

electric-car maker Tesla Inc said it
hasinvested $1.5 billion in the digi-
tal asset. Itis by far the biggest com-
pany yet to back the cryptocurrency
platform.

Tesla revealed the position after
its chief executive officer Elon Musk
came out in support of bitcoin and a
lesser-known cryptocurrency,
dogecoin.

Therally in bitcoin prices follow-
ing the announcement helped the
cryptocurrency surpass Tesla’s mar-
ket capitalization of around $869
billion to touch $888 billion.

according to data available with
crypto-exchange WazirX.

Other major cryptocurrencies,
such as ethereum, tether and ripple,
were also trading up to 3% in the
green. However, experts said the
market might see some profit-tak-
ing.

“The inflow of money has signifi-
cantly increased, and this has given
the stability to prices, which were
getting overpriced. Given that we
are approaching the financial year-
end next month, we can expect
some consolidation and profit book-
ing over the next few weeks the way
we saw in November and December
in developed counties for whom
December is the financial year-
end,” Vishwanath added.

Meanwhile, minister of state for
finance Anurag Thakur on Tuesday
told the Rajya Sabha that the bill on
private cryptocurrencies is being
firmed up and will be sent to the
Cabinet soon for approval.
